To organize, educate, and encourage people in every
province and territory to promote farm safety and
support families affected by severe accidents or
illness.

Indicators o

e People affected by accidents / iliness respond
positively and say “I can do this - | can farm after my
accident.”

e Families say “CFWDR came to us - They care.”
Speaking to people who have survived similar
problems gives them the confidence and hope
needed to carry on.

e Through its farm safety promotions, volunteers with
CFWDR hope to prevent farm accidents from
happening.

The Canadian Farmers with Disabilities Registry is
a charitable organization developed by a group of

Canadian farmers, all actively farming, after sustaining

permanent disabilities from farm accidents or illness.

There are many broad-based safety programs being
offered across Canada and some that are aimed
specifically at the agricultural industry. The key
difference to the support offered by CFWDR is that

it is offered by a disabled farmer or a member of the
disabled farmer’s family who realize first-hand the full
extent of the damage caused by a serious accident
or iliness. These people have “been there, done that”,
and know most of the practical issues and problems
that the injured person will face. A great sense of
accomplishment in helping another human being
deal with a life-changing event is the only reward for
the CFWDR volunteers, but it is a reward that can be
earned by only a select few.

Its Purpose

The purpose of the program is to ensure that farm-
ers who are coping with disabling circumstances are
given every opportunity to continue farming, if this is
their choice.

e Peer counselling with disabled farmers and their
families

e  Collection of data regarding accidents to use in
preventative farm safety presentations

e Provision of modification designs for equipment and
buildings

e Delivery of farm safety programs at exhibitions, fairs,
farm machinery shows, 4-H, etc.

e Work with health related organizations to improve
services to injured farmers

e Distribution of videos, booklets and other
